“The Triumphal Entry” 

Luke 19:29-44; John 12:12-19 
 
1. The HOSANNA’s Ring: The Praise of hearty acknowledgement of the saving Messiah. vv. 12-13 

A. It is a CRY for God our Messiah to save (Hosanna): A communal Prayer. Ps. 118:25 
B. It is a CELEBRATION of our Messiah who saves: a common Praise. Ps. 118:26-28 
C. The CONNOTATION of the Palm branches: Jesus is the answer of salvific victory. Lev. 23:40; 

Neh. 8:14-16  
D. The CORONATION of Jesus as King: “Blessed is the King of Israel who comes in the name of 

the Lord.” Ps. 72:17-19; 118:26; Matt. 21:9; John 1:49; Rev. 7:9-10 
 
2. His HUMBLE Ride: The Presentation of himself as the long-awaited Messiah. vv. 14-16 

A. Jesus Publicly identifies himself as the Messianic KING: According to Prophecy. Zach. 9:9; 
Mark 11:2-7 

1. Consider the C___________: “Rejoice” – Zach 9:9A 
2. Consider the C___________: “Fear Not” - John 12:15 
3. Consider the C___________: “Daughter of Zion” “Daughter of Jerusalem” – Zach. 9:9B 
4. Consider the C___________: “Behold, Your King Comes unto you...” Zach. 9:9C 
5. Consider his C___________: “He is Just...Lowly...” Zach. 9:9D 
6. Consider his C___________: “...and having salvation” Zach. 9:9D 
7. Consider his C___________: “riding upon an ass, and upon a colt the foal of an ass.” 

Zach. 9:9E 
 

B. Jesus Perfectly identifies himself as the Humble KING: the Prince of Peace. Zac. 9:10; Is. 9:6; 
John 18:33-40; Rev. 19:11 

C. The Perception of his disciples regarding Jesus’ Triumphal entry: ignorant until He is 
resurrected with all Power. Luke 24:25-27 

 
3. The HARSH Reality: The Problem with this honor applied to Jesus. vv. 17-19 

A. The People came to Jesus, but for the wrong reasons. vv. 17-18; John 2:23-25; 6:14-15 
B. His Popularity grew, but it would soon turn to rejection. Luke 23:21; John 19:6-12, 15 
C. The Pride of the Pharisees see hated many coming to him, leading them to ruin. Prov. 16:18;
